Ideas to support your child at home: 
· Recall 3, 4 and 8 multiplications 
· Use everyday objects to write fractions 
· Compare, order, add and subtract different numbers up to 100, 1000, 10,000, 100,000 and beyond! 
· Measure objects around the house using a ruler and record in mm and cm 
· Baking is a perfect way to measure mass and capacity 
· Tell and write the time in 24 hour and analogue - do this at certain times of the day. Get your child to make a note of the times they get up, have breakfast, lunch, dinner, brush teeth, go to sleep etc.  
· Draw 2D/3D shapes and use a ruler to measure and calculate perimeters 
· Add and subtract money using both pounds and pence 
· Ensure your child reads every day ask your child to give you a recount of what they have read if appropriate. 
· Ask your children to keep a diary each day and encourage them to use as much descriptive language as possible.
